School Planners:

Literacy  This term in Literacy we will be 
reading some amazing books. We will use The Tunnel for 
the children to write their own version of this story and
The Firework Maker’s Daughter to support
writing instructions and poetry.

Maths  The topics for Year 4 for this term
include: place value; finding 1000 more or less than a given 
number; counting  in multiples of 25, 1000; rounding 
numbers to aid estimation; an introduction to negative 
numbers and solving word problems.  Lots of practise is 
needed for all times tables. Be a Times Table Rockstar!   

Banish the Bugs!  With Autumn setting in, we want to 
ensure we all keep well.  Please discuss with your child the 
importance of regular hand washing with hot water and 
soap. You should wash your hands for the amount of time 
it takes to sing "Happy Birthday" twice (around 20 seconds).
