Literacy 
This term in Literacy we will explore the
story of ‘Macbeth’, which will inspire the 
children to write recounts and perform poetry. We will 
study persuasive writing to help us to write adverts and 
argument letters. We will also read ‘Journey to Jo’burg’, 
which will support developing character description writing 
and informal letters.
Reading- As well as sending two books home, we will read a 
book for pleasure in class to promote love for reading.

Maths
The topics for Year 5 for this term
include: Multiplication & Division, Fractions,
Decimals & Percentages.  The children will remain in 
groups best suited to their learning. These groups are 
fluid and children may move accordingly.
Please practice basic skills with your child at least 15 
minutes per day.

School uniform- We are reminding children about 
wearing the correct uniform. If you are in doubt, there  is 
a list on the school website. Children should wear the 
school uniform with pride! Also, in this cold weather, 
children should wear layers to keep warm. Please label 
their clothing.
