Literacy 

Topics this term are Michael 
Rosen’s poetry and A Stone Age story.  Spellings will be 
sent home each week. Please read with your child for 20 
minutes each night.

Maths
We will be focussing on many topics
throughout the term, including place value, number bonds 
to 100, times tables, addition and subtraction and number 
and word problems. Please practice at least the 3, 4, 6, and 
8 times tables with your child.

Banish the Bugs!
Please discuss with your child the importance of regular 
hand washing with hot water and soap. You should wash 
your hands for the amount of time it takes to sing "Happy 
Birthday" twice (around 20 seconds).
